Special Event Policies and Procedures

Called Student Ministry
In order to ensure quality ministry opportunities for our students, we book our events, speakers, transportation, etc. six months to one year in advance. Our contractual agreements read nonrefundable and nontransferable after deposits and payments are received.  In order to meet our financial responsibilities and deadlines, we must have our own deadlines and polices in place.  We would like to make you aware of the policies and procedures that have been implemented for participation in Called Student Ministry events. 
Event Registration - No student or chaperone will be registered for an event until all paperwork and monies are turned in together. Turning in just money or paperwork will not hold or guarantee your spot.  Paperwork consists of an Event Form for all events and Registration and Medical Release Forms for large events such as Ski/Bible, Summer Camp, Mission Trips, etc.  Make your payments for the exact cost of the event.
Non-Transferable Funds - Once a student or chaperone is registered for an event, monies can not be transferred to another student or chaperone.  This policy is stated on all Registration Forms for major events. At registration, you are acknowledging that all monies are nontransferable.
Non-Refundable Funds - Once a student or chaperone is registered for an event, all monies are nonrefundable.  This policy is stated on all Registration Forms for major events. At registration you are acknowledging that all monies are nonrefundable.  The only exception to this policy is if there is a sickness or death in the family.

Early Bird Deadline - This is intended to save you money and to give us an idea of the group size we will be taking.  After the early bird deadline, the cost will increase until registration is complete. 

Transportation - All students and chaperones signed up for a Called Student Ministry event will travel in church vans or chartered buses with the exception of local events where students may be transported in cars.  The only exceptions for transportation to and from out of town large events are those people involved in administrative responsibilities with the event. They will travel by van or car.
Participation - No student will be allowed to participate in any part of a Called Student Ministry event unless fully registered. 

Scholarships - There is a certain amount of scholarships available for large trips like Ski/ Bible and Summer Camp.
